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Arriving by Car
From London, M25, Stansted Airport and Cambridge take M11 to J7.

From M11 leave at J7 signposted ‘Harlow’ then take A414 signposted 
‘Harlow’. Turn left at first roundabout into Southern Way and proceed 
straight over all mini roundabouts.  Turn right at first main roundabout 
signposted ‘Hertford A414 & Pinnacles Area’ into Katherines Way and 
then take second exit at next roundabout into Third Avenue.

For Fourth Avenue Site turn right at the next roundabout; then turn 
right at the next set of traffic lights.

For South Site turn left at next roundabout.

For North Site (including Science Complex One) turn right at next 
roundabout; then turn right at next traffic lights.

From the A10 and Hertford follow the A414 to Harlow, turn right at the 
roundabout (second exit) approaching Harlow along Fifth Avenue. At 
the next roundabout (Burntmill) take the fourth exit signposted 
‘Roydon’ into Elizabeth Way.  At the next roundabout take the first exit 
(Pitney Bowes is on the left).

For Fourth Avenue Site turn left at the first set of traffic lights on to 
Fourth Avenue.

For South Site go straight on at both sets of traffic lights and straight 
on at the next roundabout.

For North Site (including Science Complex One) turn left on to 
Coldharbour Road at the second set of traffic lights.

Arriving by Air
Harlow Site is 53 miles from Heathrow Airport, 61 miles from Gatwick 
Airport and 16 miles from Stansted Airport.

Arriving by Bus
A GSK shuttle bus service operates between 07:25 and 09:24 each 
morning and between 16:25 and 18:09 in the evening.  Two Olympia 
coaches operate a circular route between North and South Campus 
and the Harlow rail and bus stations. The timetable will enable a pick 
up/drop off at each location approximately every fifteen minutes. 
Please contact the site for further details.

Arriving by Train
Trains run from London Liverpool Street, Stansted Airport, and  
Cambridge to Harlow Town Station.  The site is approx 10 minutes by 
Taxi.
